The Waterside Restaurant, Lion Quays, nr Oswestry, North Wales

Along the A483 in North Wales, near to Oswestry at a place called Moreton, you’ll find the Lion Quays…a large complex of newly-built hotel and restaurant facilities. 

It’s difficult to miss, because apart from its size it’s actually right next to the main road (although set in its own grounds) and right next to the Llangollen canal. By boat or by road it’s easily accessible.

In the summer this place must be very busy, but at the time of our visit the bar/restaurant area we chose (there are several available) was quiet, giving the chance of not only good food but also of a chat with people on a nearby table. They were making slow and pleasant progress in their canal boat, having moored up outside, not worrying about traffic and the rush hour congestion, just about where their next walk might take them.

The hotel and restaurant are new so facilities are very good in all respects, but care has been taken to blend in with the area, and this has been done effectively.
The food menu is what one would expect of a modern roadside inn, with a wide variety of dishes to suit all tastes available at reasonable prices. The staff are helpful and service efficient…but as in many new places there has been no time yet to build a genuine atmosphere.

The meal arrived promptly, was well cooked and very tasty, and we had no doubt that very good facilities would be available for special occasions like weddings and conferences.

This being said, however, for the character of the region and a more special menu one would not have to travel far into the Welsh mountains nearby…or much further along that main road.

The Lion Quays offers the traveller good food and good value for money – and it’s a place worth visiting – a good break point for your journey when time is an element and you want to press on afterwards. Give it a try and you’ll see if you agree.
