The Wayfarer, Parbold nr Wigan, Lancashire

Parbold is a pretty little village on the road from Wigan to Southport, a scenic place with canals, countryside and several good eating places. One of the best of these is situated at the edge of the village on the main through road, at the bottom of Parbold Hill – the Wayfarer.

Having just driven past a traffic light controlled canal bridge and the road junction for the village one must take care not to accelerate past it, slightly understated and set a little back from the road as it is. Take that care and pull into the large car par at the rear, then enter the traditional restaurant area.

The Wayfarer clearly has a good reputation in the area – certainly it’s been crowded every time we’ve visited – and the atmosphere of a relaxed country pub and the quality of the food give the reason why.

After choosing from the extensive but not expensive menu your meal arrives promptly, well made and well presented, in large helpings. The key thing, as always, is the taste, and here the Wayfarer is winning, because individual flavours, whilst readily discernable, blend in to the overall dish and give a very satisfying meal.
After a very good meal at a reasonable price for such fare we went on our way, exploring the area and noting the number of other good restaurants nearby – competition keeping the Wayfarer on it’s toes, no doubt.
