Serendipity is a wonderful thing and from time to time we benefit from what others might call sheer dumb luck – and so it was in our visit to the Weary Friar.

Spending some time in this area of Cornwall we had taken to the quiet country roads and so came upon the village of Pillaton with its church of St Odulphus and nearby inn just a short way from Saltash.

Finding the place in the dark of early evening was not so easy, but we persevered and were rewarded with a table (just about the last un-reserved one) at this inn which dates back to the twelfth century.

Welcomed by friendly staff and rapidly made to feel at home, we soon made our selections from an interesting menu of some quality. As we waited for our meals to be individually prepared (they are justly proud of their cuisine) we noted the traditional beamed ceilings, brasswork and open fires, all comfortably modernised but retaining true character.

When our meals arrived we found them to be large in portion and of a very high quality – certainly the chef and their brigade deserve praise for their efforts – so we were unsurprised that soon the place was full of happy diners, many of them local.

When the bill came it proved to be reasonable indeed for such fare and we would gladly have paid more – a rare admission as we prize value for money in all things.

Clearly this is somewhere we discovered by chance but which those in the know also covet, so when visiting – and you really must visit – you should book in advance as you may not be as lucky as we were on our visit.
We highly recommend this establishment – and have no doubt that when within striking distance of it we shall call again and make it part of our permanent ‘must visit’ list. Call in to try it for yourselves and we are sure that you will do the same.
