It’s relatively easy to find Wenlock Edge in Shropshire. Just travel along the A49 to Church Stretton and take the turning away from the town and up the hill on the other side. After following the road for a mile or two through some magnificent countryside, you’ll come to the Wenlock Edge Inn, with its car park across the road from the main building.

As you enter you’ll notice the old fashioned interior based on the original 17th Century building, tastefully modernised – and you’ll also notice the many awards won by this establishment, all of them well earned.

After a look at the extensive menu we chose our meal, and sitting at a window seat to better appreciate the view, it wasn’t long before our food arrived. Generous helpings, well made and well presented set off a good meal, but the real bonus was the clarity of the food flavours, individual yet blending to make a very tasty overall impression.

This is a place which is well worth a visit, then, as became apparent from the number of local people who flooded in shortly after our early arrival, for although prices weren’t low, they were excellent value for the fare provided.
Whether you want a meal outside on a sunny day, a bar snack or a meal in one of the dining areas, this is not a place to pass by.

This area has several similar establishments, but don’t miss out on this one – quality and reasonable prices are as welcome now as ever they were.
