Situated in a very scenic village on the main A684 road between Hawes and Leyburn in rural North Yorkshire, the Wensleydale Heifer is well worth finding. Quite easy to notice on the village’s main street, a word of caution is needed when using the ample car park to the rear of the hotel as the entrance is tight and narrow, being between the two buildings. We took care in the traffic and swung out in a large semi-circle in order to get the correct angle…and it seems that others have lost wing mirrors or scratched their vehicles when attempting entry.

Suitable care having been taken on arrival, we noted a number of very pleasant alfresco dining areas (each adorned with a large model heifer) as we made our way to the front entrance, though we later found an entry via  the car park was available.
Once inside it was immediately apparent that a great deal of time and money had been spent in making the traditional frame of the building both modern and comfortable in décor. The front lounge area was comfortable and helpful staff led the way past several dining areas, eventually suggesting a small bar/dining area which suited our needs very well. Throughout our stay service was very good and thus it didn’t take long for us to be provided with drinks and a number of very interesting menus offering food of a very good quality.

The restaurant specialises fish dishes and in being a little out of the ordinary  - and this certainly came across in some of the dishes on offer, all of which looked well chosen and tempting. We made our selection from the lunch menu (very good value indeed and worthy of note) and after a suitable wait our meals arrived.

The food itself was well prepared and presented, very tasty and a compliment to the chef and their brigade in every respect…so it was soon being wolfed down with relish. As we ate the restaurant filled up and it was apparent that the other diners were enjoying their meals just as much as we were – in other words a success all round.
We think that this is a place of quality and of character and that it is well worth a visit – try it and see for yourselves.
