Spending some time in North East Wales or the Borders? Take time out to visit this establishment.
 Situated in a quiet village within the Ceiriog Valley and surrounded by magnificent scenery, this is a special place for a special meal or a special event. An easy way to reach the hotel is to drive off the A483 near to Llangollen and head for Chirk. Within the village the scenic route to LLanarmon dc is signposted, but be aware that some of the roads in the area are rather narrow.
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The hotel itself was established in the 1600s and stands with gardens backing on to the river. It has beamed ceilings, log fires an award winning restaurant, and a welcome which is quiet but warm.
The food is in the classic British and Continental styles, and although it isn’t cheap it offers extremely good value for money, with a range of dishes (often using local produce) to tickle all palates and have your taste buds calling out for more .No wonder it’s in good food guides!
The staff , too, are extremely helpful, and one example will serve to illustrate the care they take. Calling in unannounced after a long and circuitous trip from Bristol , we arrived famished. A place was made for us, and after a short time a delicious meal was on the way. My companion couldn’t decide on the wine, so the staff brought two crystal glasses of ‘sample’ wines to aid their choice. –You don’t get service like that every day except in the best places and the food was of the same very high standard. 

Apart from reaching the place (not very difficult and worth the trouble) there aren’t really any problems. There is ample car parking space  near the hotel, a conservatory area, a charming bar area for lunches, and a garden inspired by Percy Thrower.

Other things to occupy your time are plentiful, as the hotel provides the possibilities for a wide range of country pursuits.
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And, of course, there is always the grand countryside to explore and Chirk  with its castle, the Llangollen canal aquaduct , and Llangollen itself not far away.
