 This is one of those places which you have to be aware of in order to find – and once found you are not likely to forget.

We safely negotiated the narrow roads just off the main A591 to find the village ( later finding a much easier route from Kendal itself) and were not disappointed. Constructed from an amalgamation of three cottages built about 1762 and with modern stylish décor, the Wheatsheaf forms an integral part of this scenic hamlet in Lakeland.

Parking is easy in the spaces provided and the welcome is warm – even on a day which was clearly less than busy – so we soon made ourselves at home.

Drinks were promptly provided, as was an interesting menu and selection of specials, so it didn’t take long for us to make our choices. After a suitable short wait the meals arrived and were both generous in amount and very tasty….clear evidence that the chef and their brigade knew exactly what they were doing.
As we enjoyed our meal we were also able to enjoy the ambience and savour the quiet nature of this scenic place, near to the bustle of the Lakes but in another, more sensible, world of its own.

There was a major surprise when it came time to pay the bill, for as with many places these days the special offers available meant that the cost to us was very low indeed – certainly in some more ‘touristy’ areas not far away we would have been asked to pay much more for an inferior meal.

If you require very good value, very good food and a genuine Lakeland experience do as we did and visit the Wheatsheaf at Brigsteer – you will not be disappointed but will go away refreshed and invigorated…and better able to deal with the hustle and bustle of the popular areas nearby.
