Sometimes a picture speaks volumes….and if you look closely at the one shown above you will note a substantial building of character, but clearly in need of some TLC.

Launceston is a very pleasant country town with lots of character, a grand church, castle ruins and an air of friendliness typical of a real place inhabited by real people – so different from modern cities now.

Having made a circuit of the town in search of a good meal we settled on the largest hotel and parked in the designated car park to the rear of the building….and found that we had been fortunate in our choice. 

Entering from here was quite a circuitous journey, as although the route within the building was well signed the construction and character of the old building meant changes of direction, height etc…so we were fortunate to follow two local residents who knew the way.
On reaching the reception area we were greeted by friendly staff who directed us to the main restaurant area (one of several, as it turned out) where we were soon seated with drinks of our choice. We made our selection of food from a menu of typical pub grub type and as we waited looked around at the slightly faded room and noted the local people who were dining at the same time as us.

 It was obvious at once that this was a place where everyone knew everyone else and that this was their regular eating place, but the friendly atmosphere meant that we felt included although we were left to our own conversation and not intruded upon.

When the meals arrived they were very tasty, of good quality and large in portion – true value and just what we had been looking for – and when the bill arrived it proved to be very reasonable indeed.

As we left the building – through the front door so as to see the town and not get lost inside the hotel – we noticed a sign indicating that it was under new management and if this is so we wish the new owners well. On looking at the internet we found several unflattering reports of stays at the hotel but this is a review of the meals provided and nothing else, so as ever we say it as we see it….and we think that as a place to eat this is a good one and well worth a visit.
