The menu was a mystery to me as I had forgotten to bring my reading glasses; luckily I did bring my camera so if it was worth mentioning on this website I would be able to take pictures. I read the blackboard and only saw the top half as heads were in the way, then the lady on the table across from my single sad table had her meal delivered. It looked good and I figured it was liver and bacon on top of mash with a dark sauce. I went to the bar and ordered it as if I could read the menu. It wasn’t on the menu it was on the bottom half of the specials board.

With a pint of draught Old Speckled Hen I sat and waited for my plate of the same. The lady left quite a lot and so did her male companion which made me wonder if I had picked the right food. It duly came after ten minutes and I must say it was delicious. The sauce was Madeira based reduced with the meat juices and shallots. The liver was calf’s and pink in the centre, beautiful and the flavour will be a benchmark for all future livers. The bacon was not the cheap, mass packed variety but tasted freshly cured and I supposed was from one of the many firms I had seen in the locality. A good test of mashed potato to me is whether you get fed up of eating it halfway and need a drink to help you get through the last half. Not this serving, it was laced with onions and herbs and was creamy with small knobbly lumps to break up the monotony. The peas were fresh and I could have ordered cabbage but wasn’t that hungry, now I wished I had been, because that sauce was a masterpiece and cabbage would just have been perfect.

I fully recommend this pub food, its mismatch tables are wonderful, the low boxed in beams give it character so as an overall experience, superb.
