The Windmill Inn, Rowton, Halfway House, nr. Shrewsbury
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Sometimes we are just lucky – that’s the only conclusion we can reach.

Driving down the A458 Welshpool road through the Shropshire countryside on a showery evening we saw the first sign of this when we encountered a rainbow – and then we pulled up at Windmill Inn.

Situated on a bend in the road and near the top of a hill this would be an easy place to miss – but don’t do that….call in and experience a real pub with real people as customers….and lots of good food.

Welcomed by friendly staff we chose a quiet dining area rather than the well- frequented main lounge and were soon supplied with drinks and quite an extensive menu. It seems that the inn has been run by members of the same family for a long time, so everything was well organised and an air of solidity prevailed.

Having made our choices there was a short wait – the word ‘microwave’ was clearly no part of the vocabulary here – and when our meals arrived we found at once that the portions were substantial and the quality very good….and so was the value for money.
The comment which sums things up most accurately came not from us but from a young diner with the family group at a nearby table – he said ‘That was delicious…please can we come here again?’ 

We thoroughly agree with his judgement (after all, small children can be notoriously finicky with their food preferences) and so we will juggle our future journeys to bring us to this location again in the near future…and we think that you should do the same.

You don’t have to do as we did and follow a rainbow to get here…but you will certainly think that you have reached a gastronomic pot of gold!
