The Winking Prawn Beach Café and BBQ, North Beach, Salcombe

Salcombe is a rather special coastal resort in Devon – and the Winking Prawn is a very special eating place situated at its North Beach. Reaching the resort may involve making a special journey via Kingsbridge or down the coast but it is well worth the trouble.

Making our way down to the Prawn was circuitous, as the road contained many hairpin bends as we spiralled down to the beach and its surfers (yes, even in winter). Parking was easy in the designated car park (there is also a large pay and display car park just next door) so we could make our way into the interesting structure rapidly in the cool wind and showery rain.

The building itself is a mixture of permanent structure and a more temporary area, with further outdoor tables etc available for alfresco dining in appropriate weather. The day of our visit dictated that we sit indoors however, so we settled down at a table of our choice and looked at what was on offer for breakfast. There were a number of tasty items available, so after a short discussion we made our selections and went to collect our food and drinks. 

The system here is that you collect drinks from the main counter and then eggs and other items are brought to your table, whereupon you visit the buffet area and select the remainder of your meal. The result of this is that the food is fresh, plentiful and may be served rapidly – something we imagine would help at busy times…and we would expect this place to be packed with customers in the summer months.

Certainly we were impressed by the quantity and the quality of the food on offer and were able to have a substantial meal at very reasonable cost. As we ate it became obvious that as well as tourists like us there were many regular customers who were local and who chatted as friends to the staff – in all a very pleasant atmosphere.

This is clearly a place which you must not miss – even if not nearby, travel there, it is worth the journey – and after your meal you can, like us, admire the grand coastal scenery and then make your way to the nearby town centre, itself a place of interest but more crowded on the day we called in.

This is somewhere special in all respects – so do call and you’ll see what we mean!
