The Wynnstay Hotel, Church Street, Oswestry, Shropshire

Oswestry is a pleasant and historic market town on the Shropshire border with Wales, perhaps a little past its ancient best but still well worth a visit. The same might be said of the Wynnstay Hotel, once privately run but now part of the Best Western hotel chain and beginning to show signs of redevelopment.

Situated on one of the main streets of the town, the imposing Georgian frontage of the Hotel shows its coaching house origins, with a large portico once meant for the coaches to draw up and then allow passengers to alight in comfort.
Inside, the traditional décor of a large hotel is being gradually brought up to more modern standards, the welcome is warm, the staff are efficient and friendly and the atmosphere of a quality hotel remains.

Calling in for lunch one day we noted the range of food on offer (and the special Carvery offers that day) and easily found something of interest – and at very reasonable prices indeed.

Having made our choice we waited for a short time while the meal was prepared, taking the time to note that most of the other diners were of the age and apparent status that you might expect in a large hotel – clearly the younger people of the town hadn’t yet caught on to the value available here or were slightly put off by the imposing exterior.
The food soon arrived and we found our meals to be tasty and well presented, though what one might expect of superior hotel food and not of full restaurant quality – but then, we were at lunch in the lounge area and not paying restaurant prices. This, however, is the reason for the provisional rating we have given, for we will revisit the hotel another time to make a proper assessment of its restaurant.
In the meantime, if you are visiting the town of Oswestry and need a good meal the Wynnstay Hotel is a good place to visit and well worth its place in our lists.
