If you don’t know who Owain Glyndwr was this could be your time to find out , for it was in Machynlleth that he was crowned Prince of Wales and here that he held his parliament.

If you just like some of the cleanest air in Britain, access to mountains and first class beaches, walking, fishing, or exploring a lively market town, you need travel no further.

The Wynnstay was always a good hotel, but it has greatly improved since 1998 when it was taken over by Sheila and Charles Dark. They then brought in Gareth Johns, a leading member of the Welsh Culinary Team, and awards and a growing reputation have followed.
The hotel itself is a refurbished Georgian building, tastefully decorated and with many of the features such as open fireplaces retained. The dining areas are friendly without being cramped, and on our last visit were peopled by locals, visitors and even a television crew – who seemed very reluctant to leave for obvious reasons.

A taste of the food tells you why, for whether it be local fish, meat, or just a sandwich, it’s all delicious, well presented and cheap at the price. Cooking styles reflect the high qualities of the culinary team and you are unlikely to be disappointed by any of the wide range of food available – in fact you’ll want to call back to try something else next.

Staff are friendly and obliging, giving a ‘family’ feeling and information about the hotel and the attractions of the area is readily available – you know that this hotel is part of the local community.
Car parking is at the rear of the hotel, so you would be well advised to look out for the signs as you drive down the main street or take the turn for the public car park and then turn right near garages just before you reach it.

There are no obvious disadvantages here – so long as you remember that opening times in Wales are still not always as flexible as those in England.

After a good meal perhaps a trip to the unspoilt coast at Aberdyfi 10 miles away would revitalise, for this is a place well worth a visit on its own merits, or not far away there is the Centre for Alternative Technology, elsewhere striking mountain scenery.
Whatever your tastes you won’t be disappointed!
