Driving along the A49 road between Whitchurch and Warrington we felt the need of a meal – and thus it was that we came to be driving along the winding lanes of Cheshire towards the delightfully named village of Bunbury.

As may be seen from the above picture, the evening was drawing in when we arrived at the Yew Tree, so fortunately for us parking was easy in the large car park to the rear of the inn. Following the signs to the main entrance at the front of the building we went in to find a traditional pub, comfortably furnished and well frequented by locals.

The helpful staff soon found us a table in a small dining area (rather like an old conservatory) and we soon made our choices from an interesting menu. As we waited for this to be properly prepared (always a good sign) we took note of the rather unusual ceiling decoration – paper depicting large flies or bees, not intrusive but definitely not what we would have chosen.

When the meals arrived they were large in amount, of good quality and at reasonable cost, so we went away in due course well satisfied.
