They can’t close roads like this, can they?

The road was quiet, with far less traffic than I had expected, yet I couldn’t work out why. Then I came to the ‘Diversion’ notice…..and you had to look closely to see that the closure didn’t apply to everyone.

I was travelling through Wales on the A5, so thought I’d call in to a café/restaurant I know at a place called Ty Nant, near Corwen. That’s when I saw the notice and when I reached the café, after some delay at traffic lights I was almost the only customer.

It appears that the road had been closed at very short notice and under doubtful circumstances about three weeks previously, so business was very bad indeed, with no compensation on offer.

As I commiserated with the owners and tried to think of ways to help, two people arrived, a TV reporter from BBC Wales, with his cameraman.

There then followed interviews and comments, both in English and Welsh, as the interior of the café was filmed and photographed.

Now I don’t yet know what the result of all this will be, but I have no doubt about two things. One, the power of the BBC and its reputation for impartiality must help to get the matter speedily resolved…and Two, the oddest things just keep on happening to me….

After the reporter and his helper left we went back to our meal and discussion….potential fame hadn’t changed us a bit. Would that it were so for all!
