Serendipity is a wonderful word and a grand concept – and here it played its part in full. It had been a busy day spent visiting the East coast resorts from Whitby to Bridlington, so by the time we drove down the A64 towards York we were really ready for a meal. 

It was then that we saw Thompsons, a long low building at the side of the road, so we took advantage of the ample parking and pulled in. Entering the restaurant area (there is a take-away section and an area for al fresco dining too) we were at once greeted by friendly and efficient staff and shown to a suitable table in what soon became a rapidly filling room.

The menu was more varied than we had thought, with alternatives to the obvious fish and chip dishes, so we made our choices and after a few minutes our meals arrived. Clearly this was a place of some quality, with large portions of well cooked and tasty food provided for hungry travellers such as ourselves…..and for larger parties of regular customers who clearly knew a good thing when they saw it….and all at very reasonable prices indeed.
Much care had been taken to strike the right balance between friendly service and efficiency, so we could enjoy our meals at leisure whilst taking stock of the agreeable area in which we ate.

We were unaware  of it at the time, but it seems that Thompsons now run a number of such fish and chip restaurants in the area, having built things up since their inception in 1990 – they pride themselves in providing quality food and good service using fresh local ingredients – and our experience backs this up fully.

It seems that their original business was at nearby Stamford Bridge, scene of an historic battle between the Vikings and the Saxons in days of old….but we think that today the warriors would have been fighting to be the first into Thompsons for their fish and chips…..

In short, don’t miss this restaurant. When travelling on the A64 near here slow down and call in – even if only for a snack – you will certainly not regret it.
