This is an unusual entry in the list as Thurnham Hall is really one of the Sunterra group of holiday resort homes, offering a wide range of facilities to those who stay there. It is however open to members of the public and it was in this capacity that we visited, on the strong recommendation of someone already in the scheme.

Situated not far from the main A6 and Lancaster itself, the Hall is an extensively modernised twelfth century building set in 80 acres of its own grounds, with apartments and other facilities tastefully arranged to best effect. In this way some of the character of the Hall is retained whilst offering very good accommodation to the holidaymaker.

The restaurant – which was our point of interest – serves a range of meals throughout the day and caters well to the hungry traveller as well as to the residents.

Entering the impressive main building we came upon a suite of areas set aside for dining and as lounge/bar areas and chose the one which suited our needs the best. Selection of items from the menu was limited by the time at which we called, but the friendly and helpful staff did all they could to provide what we wanted.
This is certainly somewhere worth visiting and would be suitable for special occasions as well as the more normal meals – but it might be wise to call first and book ahead, as residents must surely take priority. There should really be no difficulty here however, as there is ample room for all.

After a very pleasant look at the facilities on offer we moved on to view the rest of the area – but there is no doubt that we will be back in the near future.
