This English vineyard is perhaps a little hard to find – see the website for details – but it is well worth the trouble taken in finding it. Tiltridge wines have been winning awards for a long time, almost since their first commercial crop in 1991 and they just seem to get better and better.

We visited on a warm and sunny day, finding the surroundings to be charming…rather like the small town of Upton upon Severn nearby.

Parking is relatively easy on site and a ring on the shop doorbell brought a rapid reply. 

We were given a warm and friendly welcome and for the next few minutes tasted a number of Tiltridge wines, each one carefully explained and described. The tasting had to be rather curtailed, however, as duty called elsewhere and driving away again had to be considered (no wonder B&B facilities can also be booked at the nearby farm house)!
We came away with a few bottles of wine and were well pleased by them, so should you be passing by this way we would certainly recommend that you look into this growing business and spend a suitable period of time getting to know their wines.

Do call in, you will not be disappointed…so it is no wonder that English wines like these have a growing reputation.
