Trearddur Bay is a lovely little resort town not far from Holyhead – a place not renowned for holiday fun – and somewhere just right for a family to spend a seaside break. The town is easy to reach, though not as well signposted as it might be…a portent of things to come, perhaps.

In the area on other business, we decided to visit one of the main hotels for lunch…and there the fun started….because we couldn’t find it. 
We scoured the area near the sea, not a disagreeable task as the area has lots of scenic bays, but eventually lost patience and called the hotel for directions. It turned out that we had driven past the correct turning and the hotel signage….which was located so that it could only be seen by travellers moving back to the town itself and not by those, like us, arriving…..very ‘Fawlty Towers’.

The hotel is indeed near the main beach and has ample parking, so that part was easy. We entered the main reception area (of what looked to be a very good hotel) and were told that lunches were not served there….so we were directed to the associated pub, called the Inn at the Bay, adjacent to the main building and part of the same organisation.

This was a typical holiday town inn, albeit well furnished and comfortable…but in no way the hotel we had been expecting. We seated ourselves at a table and chose a meal from a quite large menu, then collected drinks and looked at the view of the gardens.

 One thing you should be aware of is that the policy here , if one wishes to open a food ‘tab’, is that your credit card will be kept behind the bar until all is settled at the end of your meal –a practice we do not approve of and so did not follow, paying for items as we went along.

After a short wait our meals arrived and were typical ‘pub grub’ in style and content – perfectly adequate and nourishing and available in large amounts.  The Inn seemed to be staffed by youngsters only, but rather lacking in guidance from the front of house manager, so we were left to ourselves to consume the meal and make our way to the seashore again.
Perhaps, all the above being taken into consideration, we were a little harsh in our judgements, but it seemed to us that this Inn did not really meet the standards of the advertising ‘blurb’….and while we are happy to recommend that you visit (after all, the basic things were done correctly) we would ask that you are aware of what you will find.

It is quite likely that the main hotel itself is of a higher standard – something which we did not feel inclined to return and check upon that evening – but this remains to be seen.

Do visit Trearddur Bay – it’s a great little place – and call in to the Trearddur Bay Hotel….but load up your SatNav first and check on which restaurant is available in the hotel.
