Situated on a bend in the road on Marford Hill, just off the A483 near Wrexham, the Trevor Arms has quite a lot going for it. First, though, you must take care in driving into the car park…or further in to the overflow car park, as we did recently.

Going from the car park to the side hotel entrance involved negotiating some steep steps, but this wasn’t really a difficulty – though it might be in icy weather.

Once inside the inn we were able to note the traditional interior (after all, it had been a 17th Century Coaching Inn) with its lounge and bar areas…and a good, small restaurant in one corner area. Greeted by helpful staff, it wasn’t long before we were seated at a table of our choice, sipping drinks and looking at quite an extensive menu.

Our meals arrived promptly and we found them to be tasty, large in portion and of good quality overall – not gourmet quality, but certainly good pub grub. We got a pleasant surprise when the bill came – the food was very reasonably priced, given the quality on offer. 
After enjoying a very pleasant stay we moved back to our vehicle and continued our journey through the small villages nearby, by-passing both the main A483 and Wrexham itself…and getting a flavour of the countryside.
We would certainly recommend that you call in to the Trevor Arms – good value is often hard to find these days.
