Situated near the cattle market on the A49 at the Northern end of Shrewsbury, the Two Henrys is part of a chain of modern inns known as Hardy House.  It was opened in 2006 and has a children’s’ play zone as part of the structure, though separate from the main pub.

As we drove through the area we thought that this time we should call in – and we were certainly glad that we did.

The main building is well planned, spacious and well furnished, and though music plays and there are some games machines in one area, nothing really intrudes and one may have a quiet meal without problems.

Parking is easy in the large car park nearby, shared with a Travel Lodge and from here we made our way in to be greeted by friendly and efficient staff. When we arrived the inn was very quiet, but within a short space of time many more customers arrived and we were soon to find out why - it appears that there is a Sunday open-air market nearby, so some people were getting refreshment prior to or after calling there.

We selected our food from a typical pub grub menu, but were pleasantly surprised when it arrived after a short wait. The meals were large in amount, tasty and well presented – and extremely good value for money.

Certainly this is a superior kind of pub and we would recommend that you call in here if passing through the area as it deserves praise for being a cut above the usual range of pub chain hostelries.
