If you’re travelling on theA5 in Snowdonia to Betws-y-Coed or the coast, don’t miss this one.

Situated just outside the town this hotel has both character and good food .The former coaching inn has beamed ceilings and a warm welcome. Though of limited capacity it has a dining area and a bar/dining area as well as the usual (some would say better than usual) facilities which include four-poster beds. When seated in the bar dining area you only have to look at the architecture to realise the history on display.
The food is varied, well prepared and well presented, with a variety of local and seasonal produce. The style of the restaurant is classic British and Continental reflecting a good combination of flavours.

The staff are welcoming and helpful and prices are reasonable- in fact there are times and days which are likely to be fully booked –so a reservation would be a good thing.

What are the difficulties? First, parking. The car park here is very small and even allowing for parking outside on the busy A5 capacity is limited. It’s worth checking or parking nearby as a walk from the town might take a little while. Secondly, the nature of the building might make some access for the disabled a little difficult, though staff are very willing to help-again, it’s worth checking.
After a very satisfying meal your exploration or your journey could continue – but if you visit once you’ll want to call again.
