For a restaurant set in the middle of the countryside in North Wales to be nominated as Wales’ Restaurant of the Year three times in the last five years it has to have something special.

Put most simply Tyddyn Llan has it all – a scenic setting, a Georgian building, first class service and facilities (even a helicopter landing pad…of course) and above all truly excellent food. Within ten miles of Bala and about an hour’s drive from Chester, Tyddyn Llan offers a comprehensive range of activities for those who are on a weekend break and a first-rate dining experience for any lucky visitor. 
After an initial difficulty with booking (no-one is perfect) we arrived at the little village of Llandrillo without problems, following the B4601 as signposted from just outside Corwen near the River Dee bridge. On the edge of the village we entered the grounds of the elegant restaurant and a feeling of peace and quality descended, linked to keen anticipation.

Greeted by friendly and efficient staff we were shown into one of the comfortable lounge areas which had formed part of the original house and perused the menu whilst warming ourselves by an open wood fire – itself a luxury these days.

After taking a little time to select our meals (a task eased by the provision of four types of complimentary canapés) we enjoyed the surroundings for a suitable time before being shown past the small bar area to one of the light and spacious dining rooms. Distant classical music added to the atmosphere of gentility and even the tables were set carefully apart to allow companionship without the intrusion of the conversation of other parties.
Almost needless to report, the meals themselves were of excellent quality and amongst the best we have eaten …and just look at the number of places we have visited to realise the strength of that statement! Some of the choices on offer were interesting and varied, but always each ingredient maintained its individual flavour whilst playing its part in the overall taste. No wonder then that this restaurant draws in customers from such a wide area – and when the very reasonable prices are taken into account it is no surprise that booking is often essential, especially in the summer months.

After a leisurely coffee taken in the lounge we were once more set to continue our travels through the scenic country around the restaurant, taking in the sights and sounds of a winter’s day.

Visit this restaurant - - if necessary pawn the cat, put the children out for the night (we may be a little confused here, but you’ll get the drift) – but visit if you want a first-class eating experience….and persevere if no-one answers the phone as promptly as you might expect…it’ll be worth it.
And will we be back?.....what do you think!

The final comment? My partner in this review (who suggested the visit) offers only one amendment…a new category of ‘Very Highly Recommended’…and I heartily concur…
