As the name implies and the picture shows, this is a café just next door to an information centre on the West Pennine Moors. With a large car park nearby used extensively by walkers, mountain bikers etc then access is no problem – though the café interior reflects the likely users in its quite basic layout and decoration.

Given the likely nature of its customers, however, the Café offers reasonable value for money and friendly service….but without frills….though this is compensated for by low prices.

The range of food on offer is quite large as are the helpings, but as you might expect it is quite basic – filling food for energy replenishment after a morning’s exercise, for example.

This is somewhere worth visiting for a light meal and when we were there a group of mothers with young children came in and transformed the atmosphere – after a steady walk they too wanted  rest and a snack - apparently they were a regular feature each week, so the café must be doing something right there.
Try it when in the area by all means, but remember that bikers and walkers don’t really want the refinements of a village café – bear that in mind and all will be well.
