Settle is a busy market town in the North Yorkshire area, the gateway to the moors and many scenic areas and attractions. The town itself boasts many eating places and cafes as well as the Settle-Carlisle railway link, so it was no surprise to find the small town centre crowded with visitors. Passing through this and taking the road to Horton in Ribblesdale and Hawes, we soon came upon the Watershed mill, once a busy industrial feature of the area and now a retail outlet with much produce and a friendly coffee shop.

Parking was easy within the complex, the larger car park being to the rear of the building, where space is also given over to coach parking as the outlet is an attraction to visitors in its own right. We were not interested in the myriad goods on offer, however, but were simply seeking refreshment.

Following the signs within the store we soon came to a friendly café area, already quite busy by the time of our mid-morning arrival. The menu here is as one would expect in such a place, but with a number of tempting offers to make one’s cash go further – though the emphasis was on snacks and light meals rather than more substantial fare.

Making our choices and selecting our table within the airy dining room we were soon enjoying our early repast and at very reasonable cost too.
This is the sort of establishment one would expect it to be – well set out, carefully run in a friendly atmosphere and in all well worth a visit.

Having completed our short snack stop we were soon on our way over the moors to the East Coast, dodging the motorcyclists who frequent these roads and the hill walkers enjoying their exercise and the scenic views.
