The scenery – both above and below ground – in this area of Yorkshire is impressive indeed, and well worth a visit…perhaps a little less so the café at the White Scar Caves.

Parking is easy in the large car park and access to the café straightforward though uphill, but it should be remembered that the main attraction will be the cave complex, with the café as an extra.

Entry to the café is via a small shop which sells the sort of souvenirs one would expect in such a place and the café itself, whilst clean and well furnished, is really somewhere for visitors to enjoy a warming snack after their cave visit (it does get cold down there) or a reviving drink as required.

The staff were friendly and efficient and the menu rather limited, but the food was nourishing and the prices reasonable rather than too inflated….it was a workmanlike establishment and a suitable one, given the number of booted feet of cavers and walkers likely to pass through it. Certainly it also commanded good views of the surrounding scenery.
We had stopped simply for a refreshing coffee and for this it was fine, remembering that the attraction here is the cave complex and not the café – and it is this light that we would recommend that you call in. The caves themselves are also well worth a visit, with guided tours regularly available.
Try it and see what you think for yourselves.
