In the midst of the Cheshire countryside one can find many farm shops of greater or lesser size and cost – but here we have found a special one. 
Winsor’s fruit farm shop is a family run business established over 50 years ago. The shop sells apples, award winning home pressed apple juice , Winsor’s Cheshire Dry Cider and all the usual fruit and produce of this area – and all of it is very reasonably priced and of real quality.

Finding the shop is perhaps easiest in conjunction with the above website and is well worth the time it may take in locating the small car park and entry to the shop – as shown on the above photograph.

Clearly this is not the grand shopping area set out for tourists and with prices to match, but something much better – a real farm, with real people and high quality produce….all utilised by the local people of the area, who clearly know a good thing when they see one.

Entering the small shop – past the inevitable elderly (sleeping) farm dog- we found friendly staff and customers and a good range of quality produce. It was only when we came outside again with our purchases that we noticed a small area set aside with tables, near some of the greenhouses and crop production areas and offering a good view of the surrounding Cheshire countryside.

As we drove away, well satisfied with our farm goods and flowers, we mused to ourselves how good it was that such unspoiled places still exist and how they deserve our support. 

Have no doubt, the farm and its shop are well known and profitable….but this shop at least retains the sort of atmosphere we all want to find, not a nostalgic thing but a feeling of welcome and of value in crops and produce well grown in the true country spirit.

Take the time and go there – you will enjoy the experience far more than the supermarket dash….no wonder the place has won many awards and has produced items served on recent Royal visits to the area!
