This inn situated on the road from Bolton to Belmont and near to good scenery and walking country has recently undergone a refurbishment.

Parking is easy in its large car park and entry into the pub gives a choice of several dining areas, all well appointed.

Having chosen from the quite extensive (but quite costly) menu we had a reasonable wait for our food to arrive and spent the time looking at the new decorations. As it turned out, however, the decorative maps and photographs proved to be more inspiring than the food.

The meals themselves were prepared and presented well enough, but without anything special to recommend them. Clearly the pub provides pub grub, but both in its décor and bill of fare it implies more than is currently delivered.

This is a good enough place to call in to for a meal (or it would not be included on our list), but despite its aspirations still has some way to go to draw in the travelling public or to be recommended for use on a special occasion.

The staff work hard and are helpful, but will need to continue their efforts in order to build a consistent customer base. We will call in at other times to see if things improve – in the meantime, what do you think?
