Wren’s Nest on Fire – no-one hurt….

Driving through a normally quiet Glossop early on Good Friday morning, the last thing we expected to find was that a large building was on fire. This turned out to be the Wren’s Nest Mill, once a factory but now recently modernised into high quality apartments within the Grade II listed building.

As we drove by it was apparent that the fire had really got a hold, for despite the use of Tower Platforms and a number of appliances it looked like the Fire Service had its work cut out.

It later transpired that the fire had begun after 7am (we were there at about 8:30) and that it had destroyed the fourth floor and roof of the building, fortunately without anyone being harmed directly. There can be no doubt about the devastation, however and many will have suffered as a result of the fire.

We tried to pass that way again later in the day, but the A57 road had been closed to traffic and some nearby homes evacuated to allow approximately 90 fire-fighters to deal with the problem.

People will have been made homeless and will have lost their possessions – we wish then well for the future.
