After looking at Conwy Castle , the sea and the town, take the turn for Trefriw and Dolgarrog and not only will you see some countryside which many except the locals miss, but before long you’ll come to Y Bedol Inn at Tal y Bont.

The reason why this Inn is shown as provisional in this section is that it may not be to everyone’s taste. Not because there’s anything wrong with it – it wouldn’t be here at all if that were so- but because it represents a return to older days in several areas.

I last visited the Inn on a Saturday lunchtime and seemed to be its only customer – and that’s how it stayed. As I entered two lovely Border Collies came to greet me and I could see and hear the children of the family and their friends playing in the games room. The lady who came to serve me told me of the non smoking area (restaurant) and as the outer door was not yet unlocked (they didn’t expect customers) I was brought through behind the small bar. The room I entered took me back to a Wales of times gone by, homely, not too well decorated, limited in size, but with an a welcoming atmosphere.
All food here is home cooked and as I waited I looked at the old beams and the slightly discoloured walls. The menu is limited, but the food is very good and light meals are the order of the day.

The impression given is that it caters for local folk and has few pretensions of doing anything else – a sort of ‘this is how we are, how we like it and that’s the way it is’ –in short the way all old country pubs used to be.

Here is an Inn that tells it like it is and I value it for that. The locals would either take to you or not, but that would be your problem – the staff certainly do all they can to make you feel welcome.

Visit this Inn if you want a different experience and are sick of ‘plastic’ roadhouses indistinguishable from each other. This place has real character – are you up for it?
