The first time I went into this well appointed restaurant, which sits unobtrusively in the market square of Tremadog, my English friend said ‘Is that a German accent?’ I assured him that if he would like to survive in this part of the world he had better start to recognise Welsh.

This quiet but quite impressive place is well used by locals (hence the Welsh) and deserves to be better known by visitors too.
A lot of time and effort has been spent to make a quality restaurant here, with a good range of (mainly British style) dishes, most of which use local ingredients and all of which are tasty and well presented.

This is the sort of place that local families go to for special events (a family reunion was in progress on my last visit) and they are not disappointed. The cost of such meals is surprisingly low, and although you might have to wait a short time for the food to be freshly prepared, you’ll soon see why it’s locally popular. You can always look at the interesting artwork which adorns the walls.
The interior is cool on a hot day, with the friendly staff adding to the atmosphere of a good country restaurant – something which the chef and their team inspire. In cooler times the stone of the building makes for warmth and comfort.
Knowing the place exists is half the battle if you’re not from around here- the advertising doesn’t stand out – and limited parking is available in the market square, but once found you’ll remember it and call again.
