The Bull, as it is known locally, enjoys an enviable reputation. It has a long history (back to the 15th century at least) and has developed both traditional and modern approaches to food. The traditional part is that fresh local produce is used throughout, including local Welsh delicacies unavailable in England, all the food being produced to a very high standard by the chef and his team. The modern part is that the Inn has been extensively refurbished to provide atmospheric dining areas which retain the character of the Bull.

There are several areas where food is served, notably the Restaurant and the Brasserie. The latter area does not have a reservations policy, so early arrival in this light and airy room is a good thing.

In each area the main style of cooking is Classical British, and although the cost is not excessive, quality food is available to suit all tastes. The dining areas are well looked after by the attentive staff, always a welcome addition in any good dining room.

In short, a visit here is a rewarding one, as the many locals and visitors who frequent the Bull will tell you – but as a consequence the Inn is often crowded.
Car parking on the main street is not advised in Beaumaris, although ample space is available in the main parking area; the £2:50 public car park fee on the sea front demanding that your visit should include sightseeing, an added pleasure.
