If you’ve ever encountered motorway food services and want a good alternative then this could indeed be the place. Situated on the main A6 just two miles from the M6 junction 33 and on the way south towards Preston, the Zumo café/bar is easy to find.

We had passed the building before, but it had been a restaurant open in the evenings only, so we thought we’d try the new facilities (only opened a few months ago) and did the necessary slowing well in advance of the minor road junction as we knew the ample parking area was at the rear of the building and not reachable from the busy A6.
What we found when we entered from the car park was an interesting adaptation of an old building, with a mixture of the traditional café style accommodation in an open conservatory area together with more restaurant style seating areas at the front of the building. This allowed for all types of customers, from the family with young children to those seeking a quieter area where a business meeting could be conducted over coffee and a snack. Free Internet access was available throughout the building and other services such as photocopying and faxing were also available – a novel but welcome twist which should prove popular.

We had come for the food, however and found an interesting and quite varied menu available, all of it individually prepared and of a good quality. The helpful and friendly staff soon provided drinks, and our meals duly arrived without fuss and without delay – and very tasty and of large proportion they were too. Prices were very reasonable indeed – far, far less than the nearby motorway service station and with food of much superior quality – so a detour from the M6 would certainly be worthwhile for many reasons.

This café is an interesting concept which seems to be doing good business and is increasing its facilities to cater for larger parties of all types. The owners appear both enthusiastic and adaptable, offering to tailor events to your needs for business or leisure and as such they deserve to do well. 
We would certainly recommend that you call in to see for yourselves – and it is worth breaking your journey at a place like this rather than at the alternative motorway service area….though Zumo is well worth a visit in its own right.
