We had been told abut this interesting place and so decided to visit it when in the area – but then got a little confused as there is an official visitor centre nearby…..this being a combination of exhibitions, farm shop and café area, but  in another location. This 1403 centre is to the north of Shrewsbury, with access down a narrow road just off the A49 and is reached via a typical farm track, albeit well surfaced.

When we visited this time around we were able to stay for a meal in the café area – and a very good meal it proved to be.
The café is modern, well furnished and with more than one level, so we chose a small dining area on the first floor, away from the other customers. As soon as we had chosen our seats a waitress arrived to take our drinks order and so we were able to take a little time in selecting our meals.

The menu here is extensive and with some very interesting items, all of them offering good value for money – some of them very good indeed. We made our choices and after a short wait the food arrived. 

These meals were well prepared and presented, using much local produce, as might be expected in such a rural location. They were very tasty, too, so it did not take us long to wolf them down and appreciate their quality.

The cost proved to be very reasonable for such fare and we would certainly recommend that you call in and see for yourselves – then, like us, visit the shop and the other attractions and enjoy the visit to the full.
